Rights and
liberties recognised by this Constitution explicitly, by implication or by
decisions of the Constitutional Court shall be protected and diractly binding
on the National Assembly, the Council of Ministers,

the Courts, Constitutional organisations and State agencies with
respect to the enactment, application and interpretation of all laws. As can
be seen, the principle of equality does not require government organizations
to treat every individual and every case the same; rather, it requires peopls
to treat essentially different psople. differ according to sach person’s
characteristics, and only those people who are essentially the same should
betreated the same by state organizations. As a result, in practice, it must be
divided into categories such as minors, people of majority age, government
officials, lawyers, engineers, and farmers etc. such as an employer treats
a group of employess differently from other groups because of specific
characteristics that they are unable to change (Differential Treatment). To
make it easier to understand, consider the case of public restrooms. If it's
a male restroom, there are many urinals but few toilets and sink mirrors
in men’'s restrooms, whereas women’s restrooms have many toilets and
sink mirrors in special people’'s restrooms (the disabled, the pregnant, the
elderly, small children.) Spacious, with ramps, columned islands, and bells,
and more comfortable than men’s or womean's toilets, but with only a few
rooms, such cases would be discriminatory for the essence of male-femals
differences. and special persons, but not unfair discrimination becauss
the classification of such persons and then discrimination against them
is different, there is a reason worth hearing, so it is not considered unfair

discrimination against person.
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However, the use of state power to treat a person unlawfully has
occurred previously. People will then demand that those who wield state
power treat themselves as they had praviously unlawfully treated others by
citing the principle of eguality, which cannot be done it's call No Equality
inillegality and supreme court make a decision “that a government official
or an administrative agency Unfair discrimination against an individual can
be defined as treating the same person in fundamentally different ways.
Only when treating the same people in fundamentally different ways is
this correct. only legal This is due to the fact that no one has the right or
legitimacy to demand that the agency Administrative or government officials
act contrary to or illegally.” An sasy-to-understand example is when four
people violate traffic rules at a red light, but the traffic police can only
summon and fine one of them because the otherthresare unable to catch
them intime. The police will argue that the other three can be apprehended
first and then adjusted in accordance with the law. Such people cannot
claim their unlawfulness in order to be acquitted if they are already breaking
the law. Asecond common example in local governments iswhen the mayor,
as a local official under the Building Control Act, exercises his authority to
issue an order requiring the private owner or occupant of a building that
does not conform to the plan to construct it. that has applied for permission
and cannot be corrected, an order to demolish the said part of the building
that may be dangerous and invalid according to the plan, the owner or
occupant of the building may not claim that Another person’s building, a
building that is constructed in the wrong plan, as well as the local official
must complete the issuance of the demolition order before giving such an
order to him as follows:

A person who owns or occupies an illegal structure cannot be
marginalized by another person's law in order for his or her unlawful actions
to become legal. Officials from the government and the private sector: The
public or private sector has been made aware of the concept of public
law, which is helpful in carrying out the duties of serving the people in
accordance with the law. Individuals who interact with government agencies
should be aware of their rights and liberties. that have and are required by
law, from the constitutional level down to the law, rules, and regulations,
in order to understand and coexist with the development of the local
